Parent/Carer Feedback Report for Miskin Primary School - Summer Term 2024
We extend our heartfelt appreciation to each parent and carer who took the time to provide feedback through our recent survey. Your insights are invaluable in our ongoing efforts to ensure the best possible educational experience for every child at Miskin Primary School. Below is an in-depth analysis of the survey responses, grouped by themes, along with conclusions drawn from the data.
· Total number of pupils on role: 110
· Number of parental responses returned: 14 (1 response =7%)
Key Findings:
1. Overall School Experience:
· My child likes being at Miskin Primary School: The vast majority of respondents (100%) indicated that their child enjoys being at our school, with 71% reporting that their child feels this way all the time.
· I believe that the school deals with any incidents of bullying, harassment or discrimination:  All respondents (100%) agree
2. School Transition and Support:
· The school helped my child settle in well when they started: A significant majority (93%) agreed that the school facilitated a smooth transition for their child upon starting at Miskin Primary School.
· The school encourages my child to be independent: all respondents agreed (100%).
3. Safety and Well-being:
· I believe my child is safe in school: All respondents (100%) expressed confidence in the safety of their child within the school environment.
· The school looks after the well-being of my child: Again, all respondents (100%) agreed that the school prioritizes the well-being of their child.
4. Academic and Learning Experiences:
· The school offers my child a range of interesting learning experiences, including educational trips and visits: Every respondent (100%) agreed that the school provides diverse and engaging learning experiences for their child.
· School encourages my child to become more independent: While the majority (93%) agreed with this statement, there were a few (7%) who disagreed or found it not applicable to their child.
5. Communication and Engagement:
· The school keeps me informed of my child's progress: A majority (93%) agreed that the school effectively communicates their child's progress, with a small percentage (7%) expressing disagreement.
· Staff are approachable and helpful: All respondents agreed.
· School values my feedback and responds to it: All respondents (100%) agreed that the school values and responds to their feedback appropriately.
· School shares information with me in a timely clear way: All respondents (100%) agreed that the school effectively shares information in a timely and clear manner.
· I value the school updates on the text service and they should continue: All respondents (100%) indicated their value in receiving updates via text service and recommended its continuation.
· I regularly use the school website for information: While a majority (93%) indicated regular usage of the school website, a small percentage (7%) disagreed.
6. Parental Engagement and Support:
· I am happy to support my child to complete homework weekly: All respondents (100%) expressed willingness to support their child in completing homework weekly. 86% felt that ‘Grab a grown up’ sessions were valuable, parents noted that work commitments were prohibitive to attending.
·  All respondents agree that the text to parent’s service is valuable.
·  All respondents agree that they enjoy attending class assemblies to share what their child has been learning about.
· All parental responses agree that the school works well to promote the importance of good attendance and that they also promote this with their child/ren.
7. Recommendations and Comments:
· I would recommend our school to another parent/carer: The majority (93%) would recommend Miskin Primary School to another parent/carer, while a small percentage (7%) disagreed.
· Additional Comments: Positive feedback was received, including recommendations, expressions of gratitude, and offers of support.
Conclusion: The survey results reflect overwhelmingly positive perceptions of Miskin Primary School among our parent and carer community. We are pleased to note high levels of satisfaction regarding various aspects, including school safety, academic experiences, communication, and parental engagement. Areas identified for improvement, such as increasing parental involvement in certain activities will be duly noted and considered by our school leadership.
