	We are an accredited Healthy Schools Phase 5.
we have secured grant funding for all pupils to access daily fruit tuck shop where pupils are encouraged to eat and try new fruit.
We distribute Tesco Fare Share donations and Asda Upshop donations to our school community when they are available. (usually weekly)
We are a gold award school for tooth brushing. With younger pupils brushing their teeth daily after lunch. Nursery parents have information session with the dental. School nurse supports with healthy eating/ lunchbox sessions.
Upper school pupils have the option to purchase daily milk, it is free to all lower school and early years pupils.
Sweets and pop are not allowed to be brought to school. Pupils have access to fresh water and are encouraged to bring in water bottles.
