[bookmark: _Hlk113884754]Our school is an English -medium primary school in an area of Miskin, Mountain Ash. There are 97 learners on roll N-Y6, 87 Rec- Y6, including 42 in the foundation phase and 55 in the KS2 phase.  In total, around 31 of learners are eligible for free school meals, which equates to 32% of the school community.  Approximately 7% learners have an additional learning need, 3% of pupils have statements of special educational needs.  The school does not have a diverse population, none of the pupils come from a minority ethnic background and none  speak English as an additional language.
As a school we are committed to partnership working with our families, external agencies and wider communities. We work collaboratively with all our partners to ensure that our learners have access to the right support at the right time.
